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Privacy Statement

Cedar Rock is committed to maintaining the confidentiality, integrity, and security of your personal information.  
In order to assist a prospective or current client, Cedar Rock may ask for any or all of the following items: name, address, social security number, date of birth, phone numbers, tax returns, beneficiary information, bank statements, real estate holdings, or any item related to current investments.  This information is used to develop an Investment Policy Statement particular to each client.
Cedar Rock uses your personal information with respect and never gives it out to a third party.  Your information will never be sold or given away.
Client accounts are housed with custodians that provide the highest level of security on their sites. 

Client accounts are essentially paper-free, but some documents are required to remain on file for regulatory reasons.  All unnecessary paperwork is put through a business grade cross-directional paper shredder.
As of March 2010, the State of Massachusetts has instituted “Rule 17” which requires that all client records be kept in a locked location. Cedar Rock meets all the requirements of Rule 17.
